For me, the most
wintery food is a dish
named apple crumble.
When | was a child, |
always anticipated the
cold  winter  nights
when my mum would

as | have quite the
sweet tooth. This dish
is one that warms your soul but also warms you from
the inside out. In this edition, I'd like to introduce
readers to my taste of home with this recipe. This is a
simple and elegant dish which is sure to capture the
hearts of those who eat it.
Ingredients  (2-3 serves)

450g Apples (a sour variety is recommended)

1/2 tsp Cinnamon 55g Brown sugar

Ttbsp Lemon juice
Crumble to place on top of the apples

115g Cake or all-purpose flour 25g Rolled oats

80g Sugar 115g Butter or margarine
Ttsp Cinnamon Ice cream in your favorite flavor
Method

1. Preheat oven to 180°C, then begin preparing the
apples. Peel the skins and cut the apples into triangular
slices then cut them in half. Place the apples into a large
bowl along with the lemon juice, cinnamon and brown
sugar and mix to combine the ingredients. Place into a
heat resistant dish.

2.Next, cut butter into small cubes. Into a large bowl,
place the flour, sugar, cinnamon and oats and mix to
combine. Add the cubed butter and use your fingertips
to rub the butter into the flour until the mixture forms
small moist balls and resembles moist breadcrumbs.

3.Place the crumble mixture on top of the apples, taking
care as to not spill any of the mixture. Lightly press on
the mixture to flatten, then bake in the oven for
approximately 40 minutes.

4.0nce baked, cool slightly and serve while still warm,
and top with your favorite ice cream and enjoy!
